RALEIGH, N.C., May 26, 2016 — The Food Bank of Central & Eastern North Carolina (FBCENC)
collaborated with 19 Triangle companies for the fifth annual Sort-A-Rama event. Today, more
than 1,000 corporate volunteers united to sort and package more than 205,000 meals for local
families living with food insecurity.
